The matiere painting technique is borrowed to make a space that
rouses creativity, resulting in a new type of workplace design that
enables employees to work with vigor and enthusiasm. Matiere,
a layering of paint to give texture to a painting, was applied to the
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interior design by dynamically layering colors and textures within the
space. The red corporate color, stones that express flowing water,
and wall art depicting plants—the elaborate details, colors, and
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textures placed in each area overlap and spread out to create a visual
effect that softly connects the overall office. The goal was to induce
communication within the headquarters of an innovative company
and contribute to the wellness of all who work here.
