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Media Station in the Forest

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The office building of Shizuoka Daiichi Television Corporation stands in

a quiet residential area along Ohama Kaido Avenue, a short distance
southeast of Shizuoka Station. Unlike the roadside locations of other
station buildings in the prefecture, this location features a beautiful
park-like setting. A stream of spring water from an existing well and
a group of flowering shrubs and trees provide seasonal coloring.
Surrounding them is a series of L-shaped glass openings that provide
a sense of strolling in the forest on the bridge, which usually tends to
be an ordinary transit line. Integrating landscaping and architecture
to connect, incorporate, and reflect the forest, this wellness office
becomes a place where each person can feel pleasantness with all five
senses and find a diverse work style.
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
